VII.A.2.   Core  Classes.

Students enrolled at UHS must take UHS courses to meet state, district and UHS graduation requirements.  Courses taken from outside institutions cannot replace required classes. The only exceptions  are P.E., Health, and Economics (for the classes of 2012,2013, and 2014). College Courses taken at (or transferable to) a 4 year institutions may be substituted with prior administrative approval. (rev. 4-12-11)
