VI. Reports
a. Treasurer: Tax Credit Donations
i. The Site Council will have access to information about the amount of tax credit money in mid-February.
b. Principal Report: Pre-registration, enrollment
i. UHS Primaveras performed at the Orange Bowl
ii. The Student Advisory Committee met on Monday and saw a presentation on pre-registration.
iii. The UHS Mock Elections will be held on January 227th, 2010. Dr. Fagin will be the facilitator. 
iv. Leah Edwards was awarded first place in the ASU Martin Luther King Art Competition. A celebration breakfast will be held on January 19th, 2010.
v. UHS received the Arizona Cup, which is given to the school with the most students at the University of Arizona with the highest GPA’s. 
1. Scholarships in the name of Sarah Stuart and Mel Etherton have been created.
vi. A community parents’ survey has been posted online. 
vii. UHS is working with TUSD Accountability and Research Department to help UHS figure out how to admit the students best suited for UHS.
viii. UHS Acceptance for 2010-11
1. 297 met the acceptance criteria from TUSD schools
2. 15 have qualified from private and parochial schools, but this number may increase as transcripts come in. 
3. The GATE program is administrating the Raven’s exam, and students that do well are asked to take the COGAT Exam. 
c. Chair Report: First Choice Schools, PUP/Magnet, Principal Search 
i. Moll, Tobin, Klahr, and Janik met with Dr. Macklin to discuss First Choice Schools and how UHS could better target students. 
d. Admissions Policy Committee
i. Dr. Macklin has supported UHS’s request to enroll up to 300 students.
ii. UHS is a magnet school that can maintain current admissions standards, including admissions exams. 

iii. If UHS accepts all qualified students with in TUSD, and we cannot fill the 300 student window, then accepting qualified students from outside of TUSD may be allowed by the central TUSD administration
